The Adjudicator or the Board of the MSV have the right to withhold the award;


Previous winning ensembles are not eligible to enter;


In accordance with copyright laws, all competitors must play from original music;


A copy of the score must be provided to the adjudicator;


Prizewinners may be called upon to perform in a MSV concert during the year.


 Current students or close relatives of the adjudicator are not to enter;
